The live fire evolutions will place the students in controlled
situations with experienced instructors and safety officers. The ICS system will be used on scene and all
Firefighters will be made familiar with the system operation on the day of the program.

All participants are required to bring NFPA approved bunker gear to include helmet, hood, gloves, bunker boots
and Self-Contained Breathing Apparatus. Gear inspection will be carried out at the beginning of the course.
